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This Zinfandel combines the broad, ripe fig/plum character of wine from
35-year-old Lodi vines with juicy, dense wine from the Redwood Valley dis-
trict of Mendocino, as well as the raspberry, spice and leather of Zinfandel
from the rolling hills around the town of Plymouth in Amador County.

All three of these components were harvested between 25 and 26 de-
grees Brix, under virtually perfect conditions. Both the Central Valley and
Amador fractions saw an average of 4 months in American Oak.
